
The All Saints Movement is Coming! By Rex Burgher  
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              Each Sunday all across this great country of ours 
we find millions of Americans attending church serv ices.  
Most of our churches have individuals whom are and act 
immaturely. We find these individuals continually w hining 
and complaining about everything from the color of the 
carpet, the length of the messages, to the songs th at we 
sing.  They are the one’s that Paul talks about man y times 
in scripture when he says, “Brothers, I could not address 
you as spiritual but as worldly, mere infants in Ch rist.  I 
gave you milk, not solid food, for you were not yet  ready for 
it.  Indeed, you are still not ready.  You are stil l worldly.”  1 
Cor. 3:2-3.   
             As I have been traveling to churches a nd research-
ing what is happening I have found that there is a signifi-
cant shift and stirring in the body of Christ that is taking 
place right under our very noses.  This shift that I am talk-
ing about is made up of mature Christians who want solid 
food but are constantly fed a diet of milk products .  They 
have a desire to express their love for Jesus in a deeper 
way than they are presently receiving from their at ten-
dance in a local church.  Though they still have a love for 
Bible reading, Sunday school and prayer as well as corpo-
rate worship they want to ‘ be’  Church rather than just at-
tend church.  Though some are dropping out of churc h all 
together there are a significant amount of believer s that 
are going into the streets and out to the mission f ields to 
bring in the harvest and desire to become the churc h that 
is found in the book of Acts. 
             According to George Barna, whose resea rch insti-
tute has become a mainstay for statistics associate d with 
the church, he states that:  “By the year 2025 the local 
church will lose roughly half of its current ‘marke t share’ 
and that alternative forms of faith experience and expres-
sion will pick up the slack.” 
             A growing number of mature Christians are leav-
ing the organized church to finds ways of bringing their 
church experience out of the church and into the wo rld.  
This includes the masses that are becoming involved  in 
House Churches, volunteering at food banks and soup  
kitchens as well as connecting with people and orga niza-
tions that are out in the streets working with the poor.  
Because the church has abdicated its responsibility  to 
help the destitute by giving it over to Government agencies 
and organizations like the Red Cross many within th e 
church are wondering what if anything the church is  actu-
ally doing that they can become involved in that fo llows 

our mandate as believers to minister to the poor.  
             Many mature Christians desire to be mo re in-
volved than most local churches have the resources to of-
fer.  They desire opportunities to become the Churc h 
rather than just attend church.  They see the need to 
evangelize and nurture new believers but they thems elves 
need more than what is now offered in their local c hurches 
and are coming up with ways to have a more Biblical  life-
style apart from the local church. 
            There are phases that these individuals  go 
through in their attempt to define their emotions.  It is a 
journey that many of us pass through as we struggle  to 
identify our discontentment with doing ‘church as u sual’.  
These phases usually start with a general dissatisf action 
with the status of our spiritual walk with the Lord  and our 
frustration with trying to relate the importance of  this to 
the leaders over us.  The inability of leadership t o under-
stand the importance of what is going on inside of us only 
heightens our frustration as we realize that any po sitive 
change within our churches may be too long in comin g.  
This leads many to just leave church altogether, ma ny 
times in frustration.  Many leave at this stage ove r the 
term I hear all the time, ‘relationships’, and go o n to start 
their own small group or home church.  But churches  
built on ‘relationships’ alone die out after awhile  or turn 
into the very thing they left because ‘ relationship’,  is only a 
small part of what is missing in their lives.  Many  mature 
believers are able through prayer to find ministrie s that 
allow them to stay close to God and still attend ch urch but 
find their God given hearts desires fulfilled in be coming 
involved with their communities and in service to t he poor 
outside the local church. 
            Many of these ‘revolutionaries, as they  are being 
called’ will always be involved in local churches.  It just 
will not be their primary way of satisfying their h unger for 
more of God.  These revolutionaries are God chasers  who 
place God first and desire a deeper relationship wi th the 
Lord through helping others out in the marketplace.   They 
have given up on trying to bring about change withi n their 
local church and have found other more innovative w ays 
to satisfy the desires of their hearts cry. 
            Many of our churches are filled with lu kewarm 
Christians who have been around the congregational 
scene for years and years. Many of which have, beca use of 
their years of being in church have found their way  into 
leadership positions.

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Daniel Moerschel, ‘Testimony’ �

Often when Lois and I go out and minister we have i ndi-
viduals come up to us and tell us they never feel a nything 
when people pray over them.  In September during a meet-
ing in upstate New York at Covenant Life Fellowship  we 
had the pleasure to pray for Daniel and Debee Moers chel.  
Several weeks later Daniel came to where we were mi nis-
tering and told us of what happened to them after w e had 
prayed for him and his wife.  Daniel is not alone i n his 
feelings that God seems to touch everyone else but them 
and I thought it would be good to include his testi mony of 
what happened to him on that night. 
 
(Daniel in his own words) 

It was a Sunday night service and Rex & Lois were 
telling us their personal testimony of how they cam e to 
know the person of the Holy Spirit.  Rex was doing most of 
the talking while Lois talked occasionally about so me of 
the things that had happened to them from her persp ec-
tive.  As I watched her I found it interesting that  while she 
talked she had to hold herself from twitching.  She  would 
hold the microphone close to her, resting it on her  chin as 
she was talking while her other hand was upon her s tom-
ach.  At one point she breathed out very close to t he mi-
crophone and when she did I could feel something li ke a 
shiver begin to flow through me from the top of my head 
through my body.   

At the conclusion of the service Rex asked those 
that wanted prayer to come up.  I came up with Debe e, 
she was in front of me and I was standing in back o f her to 
catch her.  To be honest I wasn't really sure I wan ted Rex 
to put his hands on me. Rex came up and first place d one 
hand Debee's head and then to my surprise he placed  his 
other hand on my chest.  When his hand touched me I  in-
stantly felt faint and I found myself falling backw ards with 
Debee, both of us landing on the floor with Debee r esting 
on my left leg.  I would like to say that I was sho cked at 
falling and I guess I should have been but what hap pened 
to me while I was there on the floor and the weeks that 
followed is really what I want to share with you.  You 
might say my falling is where the story begins.   

While on the floor I found myself in such a state o f 
peace.  I couldn’t really move my arms, fingers or feet and 
though that ordinarily would cause me concern it ju st did-
n’t seem to bother me.  The peace of the Lord was s o pow-
erful on me that everything else just seemed to be inconse-
quential.  I would tell my arms to move but they di dn't, 
even after Debee moved from where she was lying aga inst 
my leg I found I could move my leg but only a littl e 

I could hear other people who were in the room 
around me walking and laughing, and I knew they wer e 
not laughing at me, and even though I was lying on the 
floor I really didn't care and strangely enough not hing 
seemed to really bother me at all.  I found myself to be 
really happy and at peace that others were experien cing 
God's work in there lives.  I found tears beginning  to come 
into my eyes and though they were shut they were mo ist 
and hard to open, in fact I didn't open my eyes thr ough 
this whole thing.  Later Debee told me that I had b een ly-
ing on the floor for about 90 minutes.  

It was during that time I began to have what I 

would call a "vision" of being on a street with a r ow of 
beautiful trees on either side.  It was in a place I had never 
been before and I sensed it was not here in the Sta tes.  I 
felt like I was floating in my mind and I went to t he right 
down a city street.  Everything was like in high de finition 
television; all the colors were bright and clear wi th an in-
credible amount of detail though I don't remember i t all. 
Then I began to feel in my spirit what it must have  been 
like for Adam the day after he sinned when he woke up 
outside of the garden and without the perfect relat ionship 
he had with his Father.  Now it was gone, but he re ally, 
really wanted to be and feel his Father’s presence again.  I 
began to feel that all of humanity was in that same  sad 
condition.  Shut out of the garden and from the pre sence 
of the Father, but desperately wanting to be back h ome 
once again.  To once again be accepted and free fro m guilt, 
to again feel the warmth of the Holy Spirit filling  us with 
the Father’s love and compassion in every part of o ur 
souls.   

At once I began to think of those I work with and 
my family members who want, even though they don't 
know it, to be in relationship with Jesus but don't  know 
how and are even fearful of going there.  I began t hinking 
of Jesus and how as he looked over the people how h e had 
compassion on them and I physically began to feel w aves 
of compassion for people that live there lives with out the 
love and peace of God in there hearts, but desperat ely 
want it.  Finally the waves of compassion were too much 
for me, they broke my heart and I began to cry, for  my 
friends, my family, myself and finally for the whol e world. 

At the end of this my strength came back and I 
was able to immediately get up and use my hands. 

I also noticed while still on the floor that I was 
twitching, my shoulder and arms would twitch more a nd 
more.  Driving home the twitching became more pro-
nounced, both the twitching and the compassion for oth-
ers.  I was tearing up once again and began to cry.   After-
wards when I went to bed I began to sob over people .  I 
can only say that somehow I was feeling the compass ion 
for people that Jesus must have had. Even now when I be-
gin to get like that I started to twitch all over.  I couldn't 
control the jerking and twitching that was going on  in my 
bed that night and when I awoke the next morning I felt 
exhausted.  I was still twitching and when standing  in the 
shower I began once again to feel the sorrow in my heart 
and couldn’t stop sobbing for people. 

While at work on Monday I found myself praying 
for people and speaking peace and grace into their lives.  I 
felt so close to the lord, His grace was heavy on m e.  On 
Tuesday I was beginning to feel more like my old se lf and 
experiencing less of the twitching.  Wednesday and Thurs-
day I was thinking that I would have to go again to  be 
prayed for to experience this all over again.  By t he end of 
the day on Thursday I felt dry and cheated that his  inten-
sity only lasts for a short while.  I was dishearte ned that I 
was back to my old self.  I was thinking that I sho uld be 
and could be filled with the Holy Spirit all the ti me, that it 
just wasn't something that happens during these mee t-
ings.  As a result of this, I began to speak to Jes us asking 
Him to fill me up with him and as I did, as I surre ndered 
myself to him ,.

            The first time I saw Kensington, Philadelphia, 
I thought it may as well have a sign over it readin g, 
“Abandon hope, all ye who enter here.” The empty ey es 
of boarded buildings and suspicious neighbors be-
speak a neighborhood that took a wrong turn from th e 
days when its main road, the King’s Highway, was th e 
primary corridor between New York and Philadelphia.  
Heads of State Kim Dae Jung and Victor Yuschenko, 
Liberty Medal winners like Nelson Mandella and 
Shimon Peres, dropping in on the mayor, are never 
escorted to Kensington. Emissaries of heaven, how-
ever, are another matter. 
             It was Labor Day weekend, 2005, when I  laid 
eyes on them: Rex Burgher, Bill Wilson, Roy Cypher,  
Mike Schwartz, Ronnie Rudd, a Montanan, a Califor-
nian, a Idahoan, a Texan, summoned from the corners  
of America for just such and hour and assignment. 
Providing the logistics was a homegrown Kensingto-
nian and former boxer, streetwise and now Kingdom 
wise. The band of plainclothes warriors stood assem -
bled on a grassy common a city block long and wide 
and in the shadow of a steel ribcage known as the 
Frankford El.   

              
 
             At their feet lay outspread a blue and  white 
vinyl sheet that God would momentarily raise up to a 
revival tent, pavilion of a new throne to challenge  the 
throne of the great Usurper. What Jesus said once i n 
Jerusalem he was saying again in Kensington: “Now i s 
the time for judgment on this world; now the prince  of 
this world will be driven out” (John12:31).  
             Judgment for the devil, that is. Grace  for the 
passersby. Some were drawn in by the praise music, 
others by free hot dogs, burgers, and soda pop. Wha t 
does it matter?  “Come, all you who are thirsty, co me 
to the waters; and you who have no money, come, buy  
and eat! Come, buy wine and milk without money and 
without cost. Why spend money on what is not bread,  
and your labor on what does not satisfy?” (Isa.55:1 ,2) 
             The sower in God’s vineyard does not d espise 

the day of small beginnings. He knows the kingdom i s a mus-
tard seed that when full grown “has such big branch es that 
the birds of the air can perch in its shade” (Mk.4: 32). Perching 
on the fringe of the grounds we spotted a young fam ily of five, 
threatened with homelessness, hoping for refuge. Th e Lord did 
networking, and two children who would have missed the first 
days of September school lined up for roll call Sep tember 6 th . 
Was the Kensington outreach for them alone? Then it  was 
worth it. 
             But that was only the drama I saw. Who  knows what 
else the Lord has wrought, what strongholds he plun dered on 
Labor Day weekend 2005. Will people once more speak  of a 
King’s Highway in Kensington? And will the name imp ort a 
better meaning than it ever had in Philadelphia day s of yore?

       He has sent me to bind up the brokenhearted,   

       to proclaim freedom for the captives

             The revolution the church is going thr ough at this 
present time is one of the most significant things the organ-
ized church needs to understand and come alongside of.

While we were watching the video, at that point I 
was thinking, "Well, we've only got five people in this room 
right now.  No body but me has any experience with this 
type of thing.  I hope they don't get up and leave,  etc."

Then, I mentioned to one of the guys that maybe for  him 
the body sensation route might not be the best beca use of 
his knee replacement and rough farm work he's done.   
“Well, he said, I don't have much sensation in the knee 
itself, but during the video I had a pain here in m y right 
heel."   

One of the ladies in the group said, "Well, that's 
mine!  I've been hurting all morning."  Another lad y in the 
group reported she had also felt a pain in the righ t heel 
and knew it wasn't hers, but wasn't going to say an ything 
about it!  Just like you said in the video!  So, we  prayed for 
the hurt heel and the person saw some marked relief  right 
then and it is completely gone now from what I unde r-
stand.  So, even with a small group of novices, God  is good 
and speaking if we'll only take time to tune in.

It 
is real and presses into me when I see people in th eir state 
without the Lord and without His power working in t heir 
lives, I pray and cry and jerk for them.  (I still don't under-
stand this jerking that comes upon me when the Holy  
Spirit comes upon me, but sometimes it does get ver y in-
tense).  God is good.  Before this I felt like I ha d only read 
about him, observing him only at a distance.  Now I  feel 
like I have met Him face to face and have felt His embrace 
and it has made all the difference in my world.
