
Round 2, Reporting from the Streets of Philadelphia , by Lois Burgher 

For some time now I have 
pondered over the meaning of a 
statement made by Mother Teresa, 
"I have found the paradox that if I 
love until it hurts, then there is no 
hurt, but only more love."   During 
our time in the tent in July, I found 
myself beginning to get a glimpse of 
the depth of her words.   

Hopefully I can bring you to 
a place where you too will get a 
glimpse of what it was like during 
our time in the tent and begin to 
understand the impact that it had 
not only on those out on the streets 
but also on those of us who came to 
serve.  I wrote this article just a few 
days after the outreach and I feel it 
portrays the event better than any-
thing I can write now.  

I am back from the out-
reach and I know I will never be the 
same again!  Ministering to the 
poor, the prostitutes, and the drug 
addicted people (both legal and ille-
gal drugs) and seeing God come in 
His love and power to some of these 
broken people was a great privilege.  
I believe the Lord is opening up to 
us more and more opportunities for 
us to go out and minister to these 
broken people.  It sometimes seems 
so unreal that such a very needy 
mission field can be found only 2 

hours from our comfortable and safe 
home. 

The first night we were there, 
just a block a way, a man was mur-
dered and dismembered by his son.  
They found the son hiding on the 
roof down the street from the park 
where we had the tent set up.  There 
were several drug overdoses in the 
park during the early morning hours 
and so even those who stayed over-
night to watch over the tent were 
kept very busy. Even on the last day 
we were there the storms were so in-
tense that lightening hit one of the 
row houses a block away and 3 fire 
trucks came to block everything off. 

Senator Greenleaf, a district 
senator-representing east Philly, 
came into the small church where 
Rex spoke and we ministered on 
Sunday morning. The church is lo-
cated only a few blocks from the park 
and Senator Greenleaf said he only 
intended to stay about 20 minutes, 
but the Holy Spirit came on him and 
he ended up staying 2 hours and left 
thanking everyone. Please keep him 
in prayer as he is a wonderful spirit 
filled man who continues to be a 
voice in the city for restoration of 
these places and he is instrumental 
in getting us the needed permits for 

us to come and set up the tent.    
On two of the three days 

that we were there we sat up the 
barbeque and fed people, close to 
400 people came through the line 
on each of those occasions and Sat-
urday we handed out free groceries 
as well.  I will never forget the sight 
of the toothless grandmother 
around 70 years old that asked for 
extras for her family.  We sent a 
large sack of hot dogs, a bag of 
chips and everything she could pos-
sibly carry with her and I watched 
her eat a hamburger and hot dog 
herself as she was on her way to her 
family.  

We watched a man who 
came in looking emaciated and so 
drunk the first night hobbling 
around with a cane because while 
sleeping on the street on a very cold 

night his toes had frozen and gan-
grene had set in and he had lost his 
toes.  He kept his shopping cart 
close by so he could collect and 
then sell the empty soda cans col-
lected from the barbeque.  He 
smelled very strongly of urine and 
sweat.  He came in the first night 
and our friend Patricia sat with him 
and told him how much God loves 
him and He said "your going to

make me cry", and after that he 
never left the tent the whole time we 
were there and he wasn't drunk 
anymore. 

We fed and loved the young 
prostitute whose scantily clothed 
body was so scarred and her face 
made up with every color imagin-
able.  Her companion who was 
physically shaking followed her; and 
it looked like they both had just 
shot up. Some came through the 
food line 3 or 4 times.  Some were 
fat and rude, and some wore chains 
and were argumentative. 

One man tried to pick ver-
bal fights with everyone throughout 
Sunday and would not listen to any 
reason.  The demon in him was 
manifesting as he came over to 
where Rex and I were sitting.  He 
tried to get Rex to argue with him, 
just before Rex was to get up and 
speak, so I began binding the de-
mon in Jesus name and suddenly 
he stopped and went up where peo-
ple were worshipping and just sat in 
the middle of the worshippers.  He 
sat there throughout the entire time 
Rex was speaking getting up a cou-
ple of times to try to disrupt things 
but almost as soon as he stood up a 
puzzled look would come over his 
face and he would sit down.  As it 

came time for ministry at the end I 
again bound the demonic spirit that 
was over him.  The next thing we 
knew he was up standing in line to 
receive prayer and two from our 
ministry team went and began to 
pray for him when he was overtaken 
by the Lord's power and fell to the 
ground to the amazement of us all. 

When he got up he just went over to 
a chair nearby and sat down for a 
very long time holding his head 
looking so peaceful.  We all com-
mented on how his countenance 
had changed when we left 

             Another young man came 
forward for ministry weeping and 
weeping saying things had to 
change. Earlier he had taken his t-
shirt off during one of our many 
monsoon rainstorms and cleaned it 
under the water pouring from off 
the tent with a bar of soap he had 
with him, then he stood under the 
rainwater shaving his face while 
looking into a small mirror someone 
had loaned him. We prayed with 
him for salvation and deliverance 
and we were so glad to introduce 
him to the people from the small 
church that we had connected with 
and spoke at Sunday morning. You 
see these people need to have a 
place to go and an opportunity to be 
loved on by the body of Christ and a 
chance to live a different life.   

At times the oppression was 
so bad in that place that some of 
the Christians coming to help us 
would just begin to weep.  

The Lord brought wonderful 
anointed worship people to the tent 
and the power of God was released 
throughout the neighborhood the 
whole time we were there.  Many 
were drawn from the streets and 
watched and heard everything from 
a distance.  One black woman came 
to the edge of the tent yelling for 
someone sitting on one of the chairs 
inside to come out.  The person in-
side kept yelling back for her to 
come in and sit with them but she 
yelled back. “I’m not coming in 
there, Jesus is in there!”   

We found out that at the 
very end of the meetings, one of the 

prostitutes came running in from the 
streets weeping and saying she had 
to get out fortunately Pastor JoAnne 
was still there and took her home 
with her.  

We also found out the drum-
mer from the young worship team 
called from his job of driving a truck 
and had not stopped weeping for the 
lost since the weekend.  He says, “All 
I want to do is to be back in the 
tent.” 

That is what I have found 
the Lord does with our hearts when 
we are willing to love as He loves, 
and care for those that He cares so 
very much about, because His heart 
is so very near to the poor and the 
broken ones. 

In the beginning of the out-
pouring of His Spirit on our family 
one of the key verses the Lord would 
bring to us continually was Isaiah 
61: 1-3 ,  “The Spirit of the Sovereign 
LORD is on me, because the LORD 
has anointed me to preach good news 

to the poor. He has sent me to bind up 
the brokenhearted, to proclaim free-
dom for the captives and release from 
darkness for the prisoners, to pro-
claim the year of the Lord’s favor and 
the day of vengeance of our God, to 
comfort all who mourn, and provide 
for those who grieve in Zion— to be-
stow on them a crown of beauty in-
stead of ashes, the oil of gladness in-
stead of mourning, and a garment of 
praise instead of a spirit of despair. 
They will be called oaks of righteous-
ness, a planting of the LORD for the 
display of his splendor”. 

I pray this day that He will 
mold each of our hearts and that the 
anointing that he has placed on each 
of us would continually be poured 
out and increase and that His heart 
would be manifested in our lives in 
increasing measures.    Much Love In 
Him who is Love!

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Tainan, Taiwan, The Rock Church with pastor Joshua Chen by Rex & Lois Burgher ����

              With the conference over in 
Singapore we headed up and east to 
the island of Taiwan.  This was the 
last week of a three-week speaking 
schedule before we were to start 
back to the United States and home.  
This also was the busiest of the 
schedules as we were the only speak-
ers at the conference having six ses-
sions to speak at while there.  Fortu-
nately we had three days off before 
the conference was to begin so our 
host was gracious to take us around 
the island on various site-seeing ex-
periences.  It was very interesting to 
see some of their sites, to experience 
their culture and to learn about their 
history.   

             On Wednesday evening we 
went in to the church to pray for the 
choir and musicians practicing be-
fore the conference was to begin the 
following evening. The church is a 
beautiful large space, very open and 
light, and both Lois and I felt a 
strong sense of the Lord’s presence 
every time we got near Pastor Joshua 
and his wife Annie.  Now as we sit 
waiting for them to go through the 
last song we can again feel the sweet 
presence of the Lord.  As they finish 
their practice time pastor Joshua 
asked if we were ready to pray for 
them, so we came forward and had 
them all stand in one long line on the 
sanctuary floor.  I ask the Holy Spirit 
to come and He came very powerfully 
and sweetly.  In a matter of minutes 
everyone was down and for close to 
45 minutes they laid upon the floor 
basking in the glory of God.   
             At one point Lois and I were 
sitting watching everyone soak after 
we had just returned from softly 
praying over the people as they laid 
upon the mats, when suddenly the 

presence of the Lord came in so pow-
erfully I almost slid off of the chair I 
was sitting on.  Lois looked at me 
and commented on the powerful 
wave that had just came over us and 
we quickly agreed that maybe we 
should just get on the floor right now 
and soak ourselves.  So for the next 
fifteen minutes Lois and I just 
soaked and soaked in the glory of His 
presence. 
             There are not too many 
churches that we have ever visited 
that we see people that don’t just 
quickly jump to their feet after laying 
on the floor for only a couple of min-
utes.  But, to see 40 or so people ly-
ing on the floor for close to an hour 
without moving was an unusual oc-
currence.  Because of the communi-
cation difference between pastor 
Joshua and ourselves we did not un-
derstand if this was normal for the 
church or not.  I guess we will find 
out tomorrow night as we go into our 
first night of six services. 
             We came into the church 
Thursday evening just in time for the 
worship to begin.  It is customary in 
the oriental culture to take your 
shoes off before you step into the 
church.  So we left our shoes with a 
lady and softly padded across the 
floor heading into the sanctuary.  
There we were told to be careful as 
they often have demonized people 
from other religions come into these 
type of special meetings and sit near 
the speakers praying curses upon 
them.  That is always an encouraging 
way to start any series of meetings 
but we rested on the fact that the 
God who is in us in greater than the 
god of this world.   

             Nevertheless they had us sit 
up on the platform where no one 

could sit close to us.  The worship was 
sung in mandarin and was very beauti-
ful.  The sanctuary was in a very large 
open area and the front and the entire 
middle except for rows of five chairs on 
each side and across the back were 
open with a soft mat covering the floor.  
Perfect for resting in the Lord.  For a 
little over an hour the worship music 
was played and such a sweet presence 
of the Lord filled the sanctuary and 
Lois and I felt waves of His presence 
washing over us. 

             Rex felt that the Lord had a 
specific word and scripture for their 
church and shared out of Mathew 16: 
13-19, where Jesus is asking his disci-
ples “Who do people say the Son of 
Man is?”  First they said one thing 
then another finally Jesus asked them, 
“But what about you?”  “Who do you 
say I am?”  Peter answered, “You are 
the Christ, the Son of the living God.”  
Jesus went on to say to Peter that man 
did not reveal this to him but the Fa-
ther revealed it and you are Peter and 
on this rock I Jesus will build my 
church.  The rock Jesus was speaking 
of is not Peter but the rock of or the 
spirit of revelation.  The spirit of revela-
tion is the rock the church must be 
built upon.  The Rock Church in 
Tainan, (which is the name of the 
church we were at), is to be built on 
the full revelation of Jesus Christ who 
is your savior, healer, sanctifier, friend, 
and soon returning King.  People in the 
city of Tainan will soon awaken to the 
revelation that their false gods and 
mystical followings are but a hollow 
and shallow deception and is not the 
king that their hearts are crying out 
for.  As the 'The Rock Church' presses 
in for the full revelation of who Jesus is 
the surrounding city of Tainan’ will be

radically affected and the veil will 
more and more be lifted off of their 
eyes, ears and their minds to receive 
the truth of the gospel.   
             Since it was the first night 
Lois and I decided that it would be 
fitting to start off with our testimony.  
This would give them some insight 
into our lives so that we would be 
better able to connect with them.  I 
didn’t realize that the Pentecostal 
speakers that I had been around the 
last couple of weeks would affect me 
but as Lois pointed out later that 
night, “You sure were a Pentecostal 
speaker tonight!”  I guess I was a lit-
tle more animated and louder than 
normal.  The interpreter was very 
good and followed along quite well, 
even imitating our movements as we 
spoke.  The last we saw of her after 
she crawled to her feet was her hold-
ing on to a wall so that she wouldn’t 
fall to the floor once again.  It seemed 
the more she followed me around 
during the prayer time the more 
overwhelmed by the Lord’s presence 
she was becoming till it was obvious 
that she couldn’t walk very well and 
slipping to the floor she laid there for 
quite a spell. 

             Our testimony always gives 
people the faith for greater things be-
cause we led such ordinary lives be-
fore the Lord came in such power 
upon us.  Many of the people present 
are so desirous to do mighty things 
for God and since not many people 
open themselves up to others they 
get the feeling that you had to be 
‘spiritually superior’ in some way to 
warrant God using you in an un-
usual way.  When they hear our 
story they begin to realize that this 

"Aye, fight and you may die, run and 
you'll live. At least a while.  And dy-
ing in your beds many years from 
now, would you be willing to trade 

all the days from this day to that for 
one chance, just one chance to come 
back here and tell our enemies that 
they may take our lives, but they'll 

never take our freedom?                         
Wallace’s speech in the movie 

“Braveheart”  

may be the night in which they may be 
touched in a powerful way themselves 
and released to do great exploits for the 
King of Kings. 

             When it came time for Lois to 
share about her being touched by God 
she came forward and told of her fears 
and what took place when the Holy 
Spirit came upon her.  It is comforting 
to so many people who just are not sure 
of all that is taking place.  Lois has such 
a peaceful countenance that it disarms 
even the stiffest person to receiving the 
presence of the Lord.   
             Afterwards we had them stand 
to receive the laying on of hands so that 
they would receive what we had been so 
graciously given.  I let them know 
through Acts the second chapter as well 
as Joel 2 that the baptism of the Holy 
Spirit is not only for speaking in 
tongues but also to prophesy and to 
have visions and dreams.  When He 
comes and overpowers us by his good-
ness and love we should expect these 
things to begin to occur in our lives.   
             At the conclusion of the mes-
sage they quickly got into prayer lines 
and we began to pray over them, within 
fifteen to twenty minutes 300 people 
were lying on the floor having been over-
whelmed by the presence of the Holy 
Spirit.  We barely touched anyone, and 
many we did not touch at all as the 
power of God was so strong in the room.  
For close to an hour they would just lie 
there, as wave after wave of His pres-
ence would wash over them.  Lois and I 
would walk around the room touching 
those lying upon the floor asking God to 
take them deeper into His presence.  We 
prayed for the release of visions, 
dreams, and prophesy as well for the 
love of Christ to overwhelm them every 
day. 

            Pastor Joshua finally made 
it to his feet and assembled the 
choir and musicians so that they 
could begin to sing over the people 
as they lay upon the floor.  Such a 
sweet fragrance of worship filled the 
room and for close to an hour the 
worship soothed the spirits of so 
many letting them drift along in the 
river of God. 
            It was a wonderful way to 
start our first night of meetings in 
at the “The Rock Church” in Tainan 
with Pastor Joshua.
